The car is upgraded with a specially built Ohlin’s kit designed by Jonas Jarlmark, former race
engineer for Richard Rydell and now head of Ohlin’s road division. The rear wing is taken from
964 cup car and a 968 wing is also available for MOT purposes. The anti-roll bars are replaced
race quality tarret bars. The car is standing on a restored set 16 inch telephone wheels from the
time. An additional set of 17 and 18 wheels are available.

The engine is original with magnesium intake manifold and the original engine management
system boxes are in place. The windows except the windshield are in lexan and the original
interior is in. The original Porsche Recaro sets are in the car. The gearbox is replaced with a 944
S2 gearbox in order to improve acceleration and suit better for Swedish racetracks, the car is now
geared to a top speed of 250 km/h (I had tried on the nordschleife and it is correct).
